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1OUTLINE the steps with spray paint and drive stakes
at the top and bottom. Tie a level string line to the
stakes. Measure the total run between the stakes and

the total rise from the ground to the level line. Calculate
the length of each tread (see Fig. A and text below) and
mark them with spray paint.

2DIG a trench for the first stone riser. Plan to
leave enough of the riser stone exposed so the
step will be at the correct height when you set

the stone tread on top.
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
