
4Mark the jambs to allow a 3/16-in. reveal. Cut side casings about 1/2 in.

too long and fit them to the sill. Then mark and cut the top of the casings

and tack them in place. 

3Position and predrill the window stool. Then add glue and nail it to the

window frame. Snug the 1x4 apron up under to the stool and nail it in

place. 
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
